1. Mass of  the Lord's Supper .   Thursday, April 1, at 

7 p.m.   This celebration commemorates the institution 

of the Most Holy Eucharist, and will include the wash-

ing of the feet, a solemn procession of the Blessed 

Sacrament and adoration of the Blessed Sacrament 

until midnight.  

2.  Liturgy of Good Friday .   Friday, April 2, at 1:30 

p.m.   This is the only day of the liturgical year in which 

Mass is not celebrated.  The liturgy celebrated is based 

on a very  ancient liturgy of the church, which includes 

the celebration of the Lord's Passion according to the 

Gospel of St John, as well as the veneration of the 

cross.  

3.  Easter Vigil .   Saturday, April 3, at 8:30 p.m.   This 

includes the ceremony of light, Easter proclamation, a 

series of readings reminding us of the history of salva-

tion, and the proclamation of the resurrection of Christ 

from the dead.  

If you have never participated in these holy days be-

fore, I would encourage you to do so this year.  

Let us pray for one another during this Holy Season.
